Dear Dr. Widman:

This is a followup for Kathy with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension and high calcium.  Last visit in October.  Benign carotid masses removed from the left-sided Dr. Chonchai, which apparently needs to be done also on the right-sided.  Comes in a wheelchair from severe pain, prior left-sided hip fracture and surgery.  She is incontinent of urine and follow with urology Dr. Witskey.  Still smoking half a pack per day.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Uses inhalers.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No bleeding.  There is recurrent urinary tract infection.  Prior imaging no urinary retention.  Prior ureteral stent at the time of kidney stone and atrophy of the right kidney, but that has been removed.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise review of system done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  She comes accompanied with daughter, which is a nurse. Takes Norco, Flexeril, inhalers, diabetes and metformin, blood pressure lisinopril, amlodipine and number of inhalers.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 139 and blood pressure 126/72.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  She is in wheelchair because of pain on the hip.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from October; normal kidney function.  Minor low sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  No anemia.  Normal phosphorus.  Urine shows the presence of bacteria and infection so is not amenable to assess for blood and protein.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior elevated calcium, which is presently within normal limits.  She was on high dose of calcium and vitamin D that has been discontinued.  Presently normal kidney function.  She has incontinent of urine.  Prior imaging no urinary retention.  She has atrophy of the right kidney.  She is a smoker.  Parotid masses.  I am not aware of malignancy.  From the renal standpoint is stable.  Discussed with the patient and daughter which is a nurse.  Come back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
