CC: Routine followup.

HPI: A 96-year-old gentleman who was coming out of his room when we went to see him the second time; the first time he was having patient care done. He looked well groomed and going into the dining room to see what was going on. He acted kind of sly, thinking he was going to get by us, but we all laughed and it is time to go back into the room and he was cooperative, sat down and I was able to examine him. He interacts with the ADON in a teasing manner, but seemed to enjoy it. The patient is very hard of hearing despite having hearing aids. A local friend purchased and is supposed to have sent him a blue megaphone so that we could talk to him and he would be able to hear us rather than continually repeating or yelling at him. We told him about this. He did not understand what the message was and I was saying it as loud as we could. It seems that the patient has become more comfortable and accepting that this is where he lives and he will be among the other residents and seems comfortable. He has had no falls or other acute medical issues. 
DIAGNOSES: Moderate unspecified dementia without BPSD, HTN, HLD, depression, left eye ectropion, atrial fibrillation, and senile frailty.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with chopped meat and protein shakes at 2 p.m. and 6 p.m.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Tall thin elderly gentleman who is well groomed and walking about independently with a gnarly sense of humor, but was cooperative to going back to his room and visiting with myself and ADON.
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VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/67, pulse 72, temperature 97.7, respirations 17, O2 sat 98%, and weight 130 pounds and that is a 4-pound weight loss.

HEENT: He has male pattern baldness. EOMI. PERRLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Native dentition in fair repair.

NECK: Supple. Clear carotids.

RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. 

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. Hypoactive bowel sounds without distention, masses or tenderness.

NEURO: He is oriented to person, Oklahoma and he teases a lot, so it is hard to know whether he actually knew the date. The patient is almost a bit shy and he has gradually communicated more with certain people, the ADON being one of them. He seems relaxed and she can call him out on things that he is doing or be the bearer of news and he is more receptive. 
SKIN: The patient has senile dermatoses that cover his scalp, face, neck, and dorsum of hands. He is very pale. I asked him if he had ever used a sunscreen and he just laughed. So, I recommended that he use the CeraVe lotion which I am ordering that can be kept at bedside and be used on him in the morning and at h.s. Labs reviewed.
