Thank you, for sending Gina Lombardo, for pulmonary evaluation.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: COPD and lung nodule.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 56-year-old female who has a long-standing history of smoking. She has previously been diagnosed to have COPD and has been using an Anoro Ellipta inhaler once daily. The patient apparently has been followed by a pulmonologist Up North and had a chest CT done earlier this year, which reportedly showed a 2 cm nodule in the upper chest and she was referred to a thoracic surgeon who said surgery was not feasible at this time and a followup chest CT was suggested. The patient has cough. Denies any hemoptysis. Denies weight loss, fevers, or chills. Last chest CT done in January 2023 in Ormond Beach AdventHealth showed no suspicious pulmonary nodules and there was a 7 mm subpleural left lower lobe nodule, which was unchanged and considered benign.

PAST HISTORY: The patient’s past history has included history of COPD and history for C-sections in 1988. She also had an ectopic pregnancy in the past and had a tonsillectomy remotely. Denies hypertension or diabetes. The patient has chronic left sciatica from lumbar disc disease.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

HABITS: The patient smoked one and half pack per day for 30 years and quit in 2020. Alcohol use none recently.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father is alive at age 86 and had lung cancer. Mother is in good health.

MEDICATIONS: Anoro Ellipta one puff daily, trazodone 100 mg h.s., gabapentin 900 mg h.s., divalproex 500 mg h.s., and albuterol inhaler two puffs p.r.n.
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SYSTEM REVIEW: The patient has had no weight loss, but has fatigue. She has no cataracts or glaucoma. She has sore throat and hoarseness and has shortness of breath and coughing spells. Also, she has abdominal pains, nausea, reflux, and constipation. She has urinary frequency and nighttime awakening. She has no chest pains or calf muscle pains. No palpitations. She has no depression or anxiety. She has no easy bruising or bleeding gums. She has joint pains and muscle stiffness. No seizures, but has headaches and memory loss. No skin rash. No itching.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: This thinly built middle-aged white female is alert, in no acute distress. Mild pallor. No cyanosis or clubbing. No peripheral edema. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/70. Pulse 86. Respirations 20. Temperature 97.5. Weight 99 pounds. Saturation 98%. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Pupils are reactive. Tongue is moist. Throat is clear. Ears, no inflammation. Neck: Supple. No bruits. No thyroid enlargement or lymphadenopathy. Chest: Equal movements with decreased excursions and distant breath sounds. Occasional wheezes scattered in the upper chest. Heart: Heart sounds are irregular. S1 and S2. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Bowel sounds are active. Extremities: No edema or lesions. No calf tenderness. Neurological: Reflexes are 1+ with no gross motor deficits. Cranial nerves are grossly intact. Skin: No lesions noted.

IMPRESSION:
1. COPD with emphysema.

2. Left pulmonary nodule.

3. Possible mediastinal mass.

4. Left sciatica.

PLAN: The patient has been advised to go for a CT chest without contrast. Also, she had a complete pulmonary function study with bronchodilator studies. Continue with Anoro Ellipta one puff daily and albuterol inhaler two puffs t.i.d. p.r.n. A followup visit to be arranged here in approximately three weeks at which time I will make an addendum.
