CC: A 30-day followup.
HPI: An 88-year-old female who walks into the room independently and sits herself down. The patient ambulates independently, has had no falls, states that she feels steady on her feet. When asked, she is sleeping through the night, her appetite is good, she has no pain to speak of and she is social participating in activities on the unit as well as at mealtime.

DIAGNOSES: MCI stable, HTN, HLD, depression, left eye visual loss, insomnia which is medically treated.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/26 note.
ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 170/70, pulse 50, temperature 97.7, respirations 20, O2 saturation 100% and weight 143 pounds, which is stable.
CARDIAC: She has distant heart sounds, could not appreciate murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good muscle mass and motor strength. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema.
NEURO: She is oriented x3. Speech is clear, can give information. She acknowledges that at times her memory is not what it used to be, but she asks for help if she needs it.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: A 30-day note. The patient is stable. No acute medical events to include falls and is able to ask for assist when she needs it. She is also current on labs, the most recent reviewed with her on 09/26/23.
