HPI: A 91-year-old who comes in and she looked at me and stated “I have a sty in my eye.” By looking at it, she is correct. She states that it started about four days ago. She has tried keeping it clean and putting warm towel on it and it has not helped. She denies any change in her vision and has had no drainage. Otherwise, she is feeling good.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia stable, OA bilateral knees, CHF, CAD, lupus, asthma, insomnia and chronic nasal drainage, which is improved.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/26/23 note.

ALLERGIES: BONIVA and CRESTOR.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is pleasant, alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/69, pulse 83, temperature 97.5, respirations 19, and O2 sat 100% and weight 119 pounds.

HEENT: Looking at her right eye, she has a sty that is in the medial corner of her eye. It is pink and rounded. No drainage. I did not palpate the area. Her sclerae are relatively clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 2-3 and can ask for information if needed and understands generally given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right eye sty. Bactrim DS one p.o. q.12h. x 7 days and warms packs to that right eye t.i.d. x 3 days.
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
