HPI: A 74-year-old female who is out today with her daughter who is visiting from the East Coast. She also last week just returned from a three-week stay in Geri Psych more subdued and while she is always watching what is going on around her, it appeared to be in a more calm manner. She has been sleeping and will come out on to the unit. She comes to all meals, but she is just quiet. The patient has DM-II. She is on Nesina 6.25 mg two tablets p.o. q.d.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypoproteinemia. T protein and ALB are 5.6/1.3. Recommend one protein drink Monday, Wednesday and Friday and we will look out her now before she returns home.

2. Renal insufficiency. BUN and creatinine are 27.9/1.89. This however is an improvement from previous check two months ago wherein BUN and creatinine are 46 and 2.43. The patient is Aldactone 12.5 mg b.i.d. I will continue and just monitor again in 30 days.
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
