CC: ER followup.

HPI: The patient is sent to Mercy ER on 10/18/23 after having lightheadedness, not feeling well, and change in cognition. There they did a full battery of tests. Obtained UA for C&S, head CT and CXR. She returned early this morning with diagnoses of anemia, hypotension, and UTI. While there, she was hydrated with KCl given, unclear what her H&H were, but she did receive IV Rocephin in the ER, so does not need to continue with p.o. ABX. The patient was sitting in chair beside her bed. She was awake. She had her breakfast tray still there, which she had only eaten a small amount. In speaking with the patient, she stated that she felt well. She just did not know what was going on and is glad to be back without anything more serious. She asked me about her husband Joe and wondering if I have seen him. He has been out of the facility for at least two months and I told her I have not, but he does plan to return. She is aware of that and she asked if she needs to stay where she is at and wants to go back to the room they shared. I reminded her that there was continual fighting and they were talking to each other and she was at her worst physically and cognitively. I told her she is doing much better where she is at and she needs to stay here. She was quiet and did not have a response after that.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: ER followup. Diagnosis of anemia with no information as to the values. H&H on 07/17/23 were 9.7 and 28.2. I will monitor her blood pressures daily for the next couple of weeks and UTIs have been a frequent occurrence for the patient. She is incontinent of both bowel and bladder and often resists personal care. That issue is brought up again and pointed out UTI was likely secondary to poor hygiene in her peri‑area.
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
