CC: Medication administration discussion.

HPI: A 70-year-old gentleman with Parkinson’s disease. He uses a wheelchair to get around. However, he is weightbearing and can walk short distances, generally holding onto things. The patient has been administering his own medications with the exception of two of them and it was discussed over the weekend with one of the senior weekend nurses that he could have all of his medications administered by staff except those that he wants to self administer. I brought that up with him today and I told him that I know he is very cautious about giving up his Parkinson’s medications as there is a very particular timing. I told him that he could keep those and self administer, but the staff would administer the others and he is in agreement with that. He also tells me that he has an appointment with Dr. Kay his neurologist on 10/24/23. Overall for his disease processes, he gets around in his electric scooter. He is still a little bit shy sitting and visiting with other people and I have encouraged him to just go ahead and start talking to someone that everyone here is new and did not know other people.
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, HTN, hyperlipidemia, unsteady gait uses electric scooter, overactive bladder, constipation, and BPH.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, pleasant, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/70, pulse 65, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and weight 179.2 pounds, which is consistent with his 10/05/23 weight.

NEURO: Oriented x 2 to 3. Speech is clear. He asks appropriate questions. He understands given information. He can make his needs known.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. No evidence of bruising or skin tears.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication administration. He will keep himself administered his Rytary and Gocovri, all other medications will be administered by staff and hopefully this will start by tomorrow. 99350
