SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup visit in the subacute rehab. The patient has schizophrenia, memory impairment, and dementia. He is not very cooperative with the staff and not using wound VAC at all keep taking it off. He has been switching to oral antibiotic because of refusal IV and keep pulling IV line out Other than that, he is lying in the bed. No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, forgetful, and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/70, pulse 68, temperature 97.1, respiration 20, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left foot surgical site sutures are in place but his wound has redness in the plantar area. The patient is not listening to the nursing staff he keep walking on the same foot with full weightbearing. He is advised to partial weight bear, but he is not listening and not cooperative with the staff regarding weightbearing. He has some redness in that area.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted status post left foot surgery and multiple toe amputation and they recommended wound VAC that he has been not cooperative with.

2. Schizophrenia,

3. Encephalopathy.

4. Left foot osteomyelitis with sepsis and left foot gas gangrene required debridement in the hospital.
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5. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

6. Anemia.

7. Type II diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: The patient has been continued on antibiotic at local skin care. I have reviewed all his medications that will be continued. Electrolytes and CBC being monitored. Sodium is 142, potassium 3.8, chloride 110, CO2 26, glucose 83, BUN 27, creatinine 1.2, calcium level 8.6, glucose 83, sed rate is 18, WBC count 8.1, hemoglobin 8.3, and hematocrit 26.4. We will continue all his current medications and discussed with nursing staff.
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
