HISTORY: This is a 2-year-old child accompanied by mother here with eye irritation. Mother stated that the child was outside playing with the chickens and in the chicken pan and noticed that his eyes were little red yesterday, but today she states his eyes are red and is discharging green stuff both eyes. She denies the child having any change in activities or appetite. She states the child is still playful and still eats normal. She reports that the child has runny nose and the discharge from his nose is green tinged.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, playful with moist mucous membrane, very interactive with mother.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98.4%.
Other vital signs were not taken because of the child’s cooperation.
HEENT: Eyes: Injected conjunctiva with green discharge. No periorbital edema. No periorbital erythema. No tenderness in the periorbital region. Nose: Congested, clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates. Throat: No exudates. No edema or erythema. Uvula is midline and mobile.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. No palpable or tender nodes.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.

2. Acute rhinitis.

PLAN: The patient received the following medications in the clinic today: Rocephin 250 mg IM.

1. Prescription gentamicin 0.3% ophthalmic solution two drops both eyes t.i.d. for 10 days #10 mL.

2. Zyrtec 1 mg/1 mL, he will take five teaspoons daily for 14 days #7 mL.

Mother was advised to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
