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Patrick Wyer continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Continues glucose monitoring.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Peripheral neuropathy.

Current Medications: Tresiba 74 units in the evening and Humalog 12-14 units three times a day, Ozempic 0.25 mg weekly, Jardiance 25 mg daily, metformin 500 mg twice daily, Entresto 45-51 mg daily, Lasix 40 mg daily, K-Dur 10 mEq daily, metoprolol 50 mg daily, and Ventolin inhaler.

On this recent visit, he has no major complaints. Although, he did admit to having hypoglycemic reactions while playing golf.

His overall control is improved with hemoglobin A1c is 7.1%.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/66, weight 200 pounds, and BMI is 33. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Previous investigation includes urine microalbumin of 40, indicating nephropathy. The LDL is 61 and TSH level is 0.62, normal.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with hyperglycemia, peripheral neuropathy, diabetic nephropathy, long-term insulin administration, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and continuous glucose monitoring.

The glucose monitoring was downloaded and reviewed in detail and Tresiba was changed to 76 units at bedtime.

A followup visit in three months time as planned.

He will require a new endocrinologist as I am retiring on March 31, 2025.
