CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 46-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 46-year-old female who is noted to have a history of substernal chest pain. Pain occurs daily. She states that she has had nausea on eating. She further notes chest pain which occurs with exertion. She has occasional shortness of breath, worsened with exertion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Undiagnosed murmur.

2. Headache.

3. Right ankle pain.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarette, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Neurologic: She has had a headache and dizziness.

Hematologic: She reports easy bruising.

Musculoskeletal: She has pain on the right side of the body.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 113/65, pulse 58, respiratory rate 18, height 58”, and weight 142.2 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm with normal S1 and S2. There is a soft systolic murmur present.
Examination is otherwise unremarkable. 
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 61 beats per minute and is otherwise normal.

IMPRESSION:
1. Chest pain, undetermined origin, most likely cardiac.

2. History of murmur.

PLAN:
1. Proceed with echocardiogram.

2. Consider stress testing.
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
