CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 35-year-old female with chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 35-year-old female who reports chest pain beginning June/July 2024. She noted that pain occurs on average five times per month. Pain has no specific provocating factors. It is substernal. There is no associated shortness of breath, nausea or vomiting. However, she does report rare fluttering in her chest.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Prediabetes.

2. Seasonal allergies.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Oral surgery for wisdom teeth.
MEDICATIONS: Loratadine 2.5 mg one daily and birth control one daily.
ALLERGIES: FLUTICASONE.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with diabetes. Maternal grandmother had breast cancer and stomach cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking or drug use, but she notes occasional alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She reported 10-pound weight loss which she attributes to stress.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/71, pulse 66, respiratory rate 18, height 61”, and weight 165.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 70 beats per minute and is otherwise normal ECG.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Chest pain non-cardiac.

2. Palpitations.

3. Prediabetes.

4. Seasonal allergies.

PLAN:
1. Stress test.

2. Echocardiogram.
