This is a 100-year-old woman being recertified for hospice today. She suffers from endstage parkinsonism. Her disease has left her oriented only to person and even the times. She continues to be very confused with memory loss. Her daughter, Ruth, tells us that she is eating very little. She has been and continues to be total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is bedbound now totally. No longer able to get to the wheelchair.
The patient requires turning every two hours to reduce the pressure over the bony prominences to keep her from developing decubitus ulcer. She has had at least 5-pound weight loss. She weighs less than 90 pounds now, continues to be quite debilitated with contractures, symptoms of aspiration, weakness, and left to her own accord her disease which definitely causes her death within the next six months.
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
