The patient also has weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. She is requiring pain and anxiolytic to help keep her comfortable for the next few months that she has left on this Earth. Her KPS is 40% at this time, which is decreasing slowly. She does require changing position to keep her from developing pressure sores. She has very little appetite. Again, she requires Norco and morphine to control her pain and anxiousness and air hunger and continues to decline as far as her endstage COPD is concerned. The patient’s ADL requires help with all daily activity and bowel and bladder incontinence now since she is now staying in bed all the time. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
