John is a 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. He has had decrease in his memory, mentation, issues with aspiration, and issues with increased hallucination which is very common in patients with Lewy body dementia. His wife, Susan, who is the primary caregiver, tells us that he is now total ADL dependent; of course, he is bowel and bladder incontinent. He needs to be fed, but he then has to be given food very slowly because that can cause aspiration. His weight loss has caused protein-calorie malnutrition. He is also in pain. He takes oxycodone and gabapentin to control his pain. His KPS score is 40%. He is expected to do poorly. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent with significant weight loss and diminished appetite is the hallmark of his disease.
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
