PE:

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry with few scattered crackles.

A:
Pneumonia, acute respiratory failure, hypothyroidism, hypertension, CHF, dyspepsia, and BPH.
P:

Significant amount of time was spent during admission including reviewing old medical records, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  He is getting better.  He has DVT prophylaxis.  We will continue to monitor him closely.
