Ms. Francois is a 41-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her hypothyroidism status post total thyroidectomy in 2020 with malignant pathology consistent with thyroid cancer. She also has history of prediabetes and vitamin D deficiency. She had a total thyroidectomy in 2020 for the thyroid cancer and is currently on Synthroid 175 mcg once daily taking the brand name. She denies any palpitations or tremors. She denied any dry skin or fatigue. She denies any significant changes in her weight. She reports some hair loss. She denies any mood swings. She reports a regular menstrual cycle. She reports that she has no difficulty swallowing.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism secondary to total thyroidectomy for papillary thyroid carcinoma in 2020. She is currently on brand name Synthroid 175 mcg daily. We will continue this dose and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

2. I will also order the Iodine-123 thyroid whole body scan. This will be her third scan. The patient states that her provider in Pembroke Pines would like her to have a total of five scans.

3. For her prediabetes, she is on metformin 500 mg and we will continue this dose twice daily.
