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1. DV, 62-year-old woman with arm pain, leg pain, foot pain. CT, CMP, head CT and hip CT negative, treated with Toradol. This happened after she picked up some heavy objects at work. Diagnosed with headache, tendinitis, and contusion. The phone number that was left was a bad number. She was sent home on no medications.

2. KB, 19-year-old young lady 13 weeks pregnant with spotting. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, beta hCG, and OB ultrasound normal. The patient was sent home with no medications. She is doing fine and happy with the care received.

3. JH, 25-year-old woman with blood in the urine. CBC, CMP, and CT negative. Diagnosed with cystitis and UTI. Treated with Bactrim DS. Left message for her to call back.

4. RJ, 67-year-old woman with shoulder pain and leg pain due to a fall at home. X-rays negative. Sent home with Mobic. Could not leave a message for her to call back.

5. AG, 12-year-old with sore throat, cough, and congestion. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis, given Motrin and Deslyne. Mother was very happy with the care.

6. RO, 62-year-old woman with chest pain. Earlier, cardiac workup negative. CPK and troponin negative x2. Dr. Maroney called cardiologist, they have ordered a third enzyme. The patient refused to stay for a third enzyme, she left. She was happy with the care received and has had no further chest pain. Planning on seeing her regular physician.

7. JB, 66-year-old woman complaining of shortness of breath, history of COPD, and history of heart disease, seen Dr. Klem. H&H were 6 and 21. Increased BNP noted.

8. BP, 32-year-old female with allergic reaction and face swelling. Diagnosed with facial cellulitis. Treated with doxycycline. Left message for the patient to call back.
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9. CR, 72-year-old comes in with headache. Treated with Toradol and Zofran. His headache comes when he takes a certain blood pressure medicine. No changes in medications were made. The patient was told to continue the same medicine, which does not make sense and was treated with Toradol and Zofran in the emergency room. Left message for him to call me back.

10. SJ, 35-year-old with toothache. Treated with antibiotics. Left message for the patient to call me back. Antibiotic and Motrin.

11. ST, 65-year-old with knee pain and leg pain due to a fall. X-rays were negative. Sent home with Motrin 600 mg. This is a 65-year-old woman, said “the doctor could have been friendly and talked to me more about my problems, but she just said nothing was broken and left.”
12. VM, 61-year-old female with headache, nausea, sore throat, and body ache. Swab test negative. Vital signs stable. Diagnosed with URI. Sent home with no medications. Left message for the patient to call me back.

13. CW, 44-year-old female with UTI symptoms. Diagnosed with cystitis. Treated with Rocephin and Macrobid. She was happy with the care received.

14. AM, 24-year-old with toothache. Treated with Rocephin and Toradol. Sent home with Motrin and Augmentin. No one answered the phone.

15. LF, 9-year-old with headache and abdominal pain. White count 9000. Urinalysis and swab test negative. CBC normal. CT of the abdomen showed mesenteric adenitis. Still having some pain per mother, but doing a little bit better. No treatment was given for mesenteric adenitis. I know in the past, they used to treat that with cephalosporin i.e. Keflex, but not sure what the latest recommendation is at this time. Mother was happy with the care received.

16. CN, 6-year-old with dog bites couple of days old. Minimal infection. Treated with Augmentin. Father said is doing better and was happy with the care received.
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
