CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of cough and mild wheezing.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she started having mild cough and minimal wheezing for past three to four days and the patient has COVID infection two months ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, focal weakness, severe back pain, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for COPD and she is on albuterol inhaler two puffs four times a day as needed. Also the patient is on Symbicort inhaler 160 mcg one puff twice a day.

The patient has a history of rheumatoid arthritis and she is on *________* 50 mg one tablet twice a day, hydroxychloroquine 200 mg tablets twice a day, and methotrexate 2.5 mg 10 tablets once a week.

The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and she is on fluticasone nasal spray one puff each nostril twice a day.

The patient is also taking folic acid 800 mcg once a day along with vitamin B12 and vitamin D.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on simvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

ALLERGIES: Penicillin with rashes and codeine causing nausea. The patient has also allergy to lactose causing diarrhea.
The patient has allergy to IV dye moderate itching without any respiratory distress.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone and she has a son. The patient is retired and she quit smoking in 2019. The patient has no history of alcohol use or substance abuse. Otherwise, she is very active.
OBJECTIVE:

HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
