CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has left hip fracture and it was repaired eight weeks ago and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. He has completed physical therapy and rehabilitation.
His work involved driving the forklift and also sometimes lifting weight ranging from 10 to 30 pounds; however, he has some help available.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or profound weakness.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he drinks beer few cans over the weekend and also he drank yesterday and today he feels tremulous. The patient does house chores without any difficulty.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Fine tremors; otherwise no calf tenderness or edema and range of movement of the left hip and right hip are unremarkable.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. Romberg test is negative.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and he is advised to avoid drinking on week days and the patient stated that is what he is not working. The patient is going to be seen next Monday and he is not tachycardic. The patient will be released to start work.
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
