CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high blood glucose fasting.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his fasting blood glucose is ranging from 150 to 190 mg/dL and the patient does not have any numbness, tingling or dryness of mouth.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone and has been started on Mounjaro, but he did not take any medications since he had severe reaction with Ozempic and the patient is referred to endocrinologist and had a long discussion with endocrinologist.
OBJECTIVE:
