Dear Dr. Joslin:

This is a followup for Mr. Dodge with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in April.  He has ileal conduit from prior bladder, prostate and testicular cancer, keeps hydration.  No bleeding or infection.  No fever, abdominal or back pain.  No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.  No chest pain, palpitation, or dyspnea.  Review of systems negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight his psychiatry medications valproic acid and Lamictal.  Presently started lidocaine patches.  He takes no blood pressure medicine.
Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 143/57 by nurse.  Weight is stable 230 pounds.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  He has an increased S2 from aortic valve replacement.  There has been also prior mitral valve repair.  I do not hear a rub.  There is obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No peritoneal signs.  No gross edema of focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries August.  Creatinine 1.6, which is baseline representing a GFR of 47 stage III.  Normal sodium, potassium and mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal phosphorus, calcium, uric acid and albumin.  Normal glucose.  Liver function test not elevated.  HDL at 47.  PSA suppressed at 0.04.  Normal TSH.  Normal A1c.  Iron and B12.  Low platelets, which is chronically at 120s.  Normal white blood cell.  Large red blood cells 101 probably effect of medications.  Normal hemoglobin 13.  Trace protein in the urine.  No blood.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  He has an ileal conduit, good hydration.  No bleeding.  No infection.  No stones.  I am not aware of recurrence of prostate cancer, bladder cancer or testicular cancer.  Cardiovascular stable, prior aortic valve replacement as indicated above.  Blood pressure normal without medications.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
