CC: 90-day note.
HPI: An 80-year-old female seen sitting in the day room. Her husband was visiting sitting next to her; when I spoke to him and looked at her, he pointed out swelling of her right hand. I asked how long that had been present and he stated about a day; he thinks he saw it possibly yesterday evening when he visited, but today it was more notable and it seems uncomfortable when he touches her there. The patient is quiet, but her eyes are open and she looks happy.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, end-stage MS, neurogenic bladder with urinary incontinence, bowel incontinence, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, HTN, GERD and osteoporosis.
MEDICATIONS: I am discontinuing citalopram, so Cymbalta 60 mg q.d., metoprolol 50 mg b.i.d., Senna one tablet b.i.d., tramadol 50 mg b.i.d., Ativan Intensol 1 mg/mL 0.5 mL q.4h. p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Mechanical soft with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Trinity Hospice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated quietly just randomly looking about.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 155/82, pulse 64, temperature 97.4, respiratory rate 21,
and weight 176.3 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Nonweightbearing. Full-transfer assist. Not able to propel chair and not able to feed herself. Dorsum of right hand is edematous. There is slight bruising that has occurred.

NEURO: Orientation difficult to assess, but she seems comfortable with her husband, nonverbal, not able to give any information.

SKIN: Intact. It is warm and dry.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right hand swelling. Unclear if there has been any trauma to the area or if it is positioned in a way causing edema. I am ordering hand films to rule out any fracture. Husband understands there is nothing we can do even if there is, but at least it will give information and she has tramadol routine and p.r.n. if needed for additional discomfort.
2. Medication review. Discontinue citalopram as she is on Cymbalta, which gives a benefit of treating neuropathic pain and husband agrees.
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
