CC: Routine followup.

HPI: A 90-year-old gentleman seen in apartment that he shares with wife. They were both sitting on the couch. She was with her eyes closed. Both had been to an appointment this morning. They used to be followed by Dr. Cordell and made an appointment thinking it would be with him, but they were seen by a PA and blood was obtained. We talked about getting copies of that blood work for their chart. He was agreeable. The ADON contacted Dr. Cordell’s office and spoke with the PA who stated he was of the understanding that they were there to establish care. I requested that we at least get lab work for their chart so that it would be current. Mr. Hanna stated that he felt good. He slept through the night. He had a good appetite. He likes to get out occasionally and walk and tries to get his wife to do it, but often she just wants to be in the wheelchair and then he will push her in the wheelchair. I kind of challenged him to spend time with her just enjoying her rather than looking at what he needs to fix in her. Overall, he states he sleeps through the night. His appetite is good. He likes to get out and walk around, has not had any falls recently and he has no significant pain issues.

DIAGNOSES: Meniere’s disease with occasional vertigo, gait instability – requires a walker, osteoporosis, BPH, HTN, hypothyroid, and allergic rhinitis.

MEDICATIONS: MVI q.d., levothyroxine 175 mcg q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., Toprol 25 mg q.d., pravastatin 20 mg q.d., D3 1000 IUs q.d., and vitamin C 500 mg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: SULFA, ARBs and LISINOPRIL.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular, thin liquid.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-groomed alert gentleman, pleasant and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/74, pulse 64, temperature 97.8, respirations 17, O2 sat 97%, and weight 139 pounds, a weight loss of 1 pound in 30 days.

HEENT: He has full-thickness hair that is groomed. EOMI. PERLA. Anicteric sclerae. Glasses in place. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Native dentition in good repair.

NECK: Supple. 

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rhythm. No murmur, rub or gallop.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x 3. Affect congruent with situation. He has difficulty taking constructive criticism and his focus is generally on his wife and what she needs to do.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: General care: We will get copies of labs that were obtained today in Dr. Cordell’s office and put them in his chart so that he has updated labs and we will clarify if they both want to use Dr. Cordell’s office as PCP, but they would be seeing the PA nurse. We will explain to them that they cannot do both and we will go from there.
