CC: Transition to hospice.
HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman who is now followed by Choice Hospice. It is unclear who wrote the order for their evaluation and treatment and I will track that down. The patient was observed walking down the hall using his walker. He has O2 that was provided by hospice and he to date has not used it. When seen in his room, he is pleasant and interactive. I asked how he was feeling and he said good. As to the oxygen, he stated that they brought it for him. He did not ask for it and does not see any need for using it. He has had no falls. He states that he is sleeping okay and his pain is managed. At 09/03/24 visit, the patient had complained about the number of medications he was taking, so we reviewed and were able to discontinue simvastatin. 
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg ER b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Azelastine nasal spray b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., metoprolol 12.5 mg b.i.d., Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d., and omeprazole 40 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: MOTRIN and PLAVIX.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NAS with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant gentleman, seated in his apartment, engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/64, pulse 68, temperature 98.7, respirations 17, O2 sat 96%, and weight 175 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with his walker. He leans over it and is slow, but steady. Trace LEE. He moves arms in a normal range of motion.
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NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Speaks slowly. Content coherent. His affect is a little bit blunted. He is alert and oriented x 2. He has to reference for date and time. He voices his need and understands given information.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hospice service: Followed by Choice Hospice. Unclear what their diagnosis for seeing him is. They have brought O2 which is in the room with the condenser and all the tubing, etc. He does not use it, stating he does not need it and not sure why it is there. I will try to communicate with them.

2. Overactive bladder. Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d. has been effective and we will continue at that dose.
