CC: Family requests eye check.

HPI: A 94-year-old female seated in the dining area. She is quiet, sitting by herself and really just looking straight ahead. The patient has a history of ectropion on her right eye and I had an order for h.s. erythromycin cream to be placed. Staff reported not too long ago that she would rub it off as it seemed to bother her, so I discontinued it and now it is appearing a little bit red and dry and it is appropriate to restart the EES ointment. Otherwise, she is doing well.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, depression, HTN, HLD, dry eye syndrome, right eye ectropion, atrial fibrillation – on Eliquis, and independent ambulation.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/30/24.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NAS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and seated quietly.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/78, pulse 77, temperature 96.8, respirations 18, and weight 134 pounds.

HEENT: Right eye sclera clear in both eyes and lower lid eversion with red, kind of crusted area from the inner to the outer lower lid. No evidence of drainage. Slightly dry oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She slowly moves limbs. She is independently ambulatory. Intact radial pulses. Trace ankle edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right eye ectropion with dryness and increased redness. She has antibiotic ointment that is for eyes to be applied to the right lower lid a.m. and h.s. routinely without stop date.
