CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 90-year-old female seen in room for review of lipid profile. The patient has a history of hyperlipidemia and is on Zocor 20 mg h.s. She does not recall having had a lipid profile in several years and does not know what her baseline values were. She is seen in room. She is alert and pleasant and understands information given.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around with her walker in the room, has a wheelchair for distance. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x 2 to 3. Speech clear, voices her need, understands given information. She spends a lot of time in her room, but does come out and socialize occasionally.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hyperlipidemia. Lipid profile reviewed. Numbers are quite good. Lipid profile shows a TCHOL of 164.8 with an HDL and LDL of 72 and 78. All numbers are quite good and put her at a cardiac risk factor of normal. She was pleased with those results. She will continue on Zocor 20 mg h.s.
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
