CC: Urinary incontinence.

HPI: The patient is an 85-year-old gentleman with recent urinary incontinence. He wears adult briefs and states that he awakens 3 to 4 in the morning with a saturated brief that he is able to get up and change and voids again and then goes to bed with a new brief stating that when he does wake for the day it is generally dry. This is distressing for the patient. We talked about what his options other than an adult brief are and he tells me that he has read in a magazine about these catheters which look like a condom and he said he would like to try those. I explained to him that they are called Texas Condom Catheters and explained to him that each catheter placed early in the morning is a onetime use and the catheter will have to be changed daily. Given the patient’s dementia with progression, he will need repeated education about the catheter and then instruction on how to care for it. I think home health is indicated for not only the patient education, but staff education regarding the use and care of the Texas Condom Catheter. So, order is written for Traditions Home Health to evaluate and treat the patient. I did speak with HH staff explaining what was needed specifically the catheter and then any other skilled care nursing needs that the patient may have to also address those. I will let the patient’s daughters know the catheter is going to be tried and home health will assist for both the patient and staff education on the catheter. I let the patient know about this and then I contacted his daughter and POA Jamie Foucher about all of the above. She was not aware of this catheter, but really surprised it was her father’s idea and that he was able to tell me about it and wants to give it a try. I told her that they have been ordered will be here later today and I have written an order for home health. They need to be engaged for the education on use and care of the catheter for both the patient and staff and she is very surprised, but pleased that her father cognitively was able to suggest this. She then brought up the issue that the patient has refused to let daughter sell the home that he and his deceased wife lived in and raised their children in and she brought up the cost of just keeping an empty house, the insurance, the property taxes and the monthly auto pay bills for utilities comes out to about $8500 a year. I told her I would address that with the patient at next visit and hopefully get him to move toward letting the house go so they can sell it. The other issue is daughter brought up the fact that the patient had had some interaction with another female resident actually came up and kissed him on the lips when the daughters were taking them out and was very upsetting to the daughters as their mother has passed away within the last year and year and half
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 So I let her basically kind of talk her way through that and just essentially there is still a grieving process for the loss of her mother and then basically like the loss of both of them in many ways prior to her death with the dementia and needing to live in facilities. I told her I will broach the issue of the home at next visit with him and let her know how it goes. So, order written for Traditions Home Health to evaluate and treat for use of condom catheter. They will educate both the patient and staff.
