The patient with history of cough and congestion for the past several days. Today, mother reports thinking she has sore throat and ear pain because irritable and crying since last night. Mother works at day care with her there. Mother also is sick with sore throat as well. Mother states she has *__________* stones.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild to moderate distress, intermittently crying, but without distress when at rest. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Some dullness to tympanic membranes without inflammation or bulging. Pharynx is slightly erythematous without exudates noted. Neck: Without adenopathy and supple. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion with a few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep, and COVID testing all performed, all of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with viral syndrome, probable influenza non-type A/B with perhaps early bilateral otitis media.
PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Zithromax and advised to take over-the-counter ibuprofen and Tylenol for discomfort, warm mist vaporizer and humidifier. Follow up with pediatrician as needed and here if not able to see pediatrician and the ER persons.
