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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 75-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IV. The patient has been complaining of weakness and tiredness and chest discomfort and left arm discomfort and we have noticed that the patient looks extremely pale and she is showing significant deterioration of the kidney function. On the last determination, serum creatinine was 1.75 mg% and that was in March 2023 and right now, the patient has a serum creatinine of 5.72 that was reported on October 18, 2023. Because of this sudden deterioration, we searched what was going on recently and she states that she did not feel anything, but she was with some discomfort, went to the primary care, Dr. Sharma and she was given a Medrol Dosepak, but she continued to feel weak and went today to AdventHealth Prompt Care and they had run a COVID test that was positive that was no more than three weeks ago. Since the patient has acute kidney injury, we are going to send her to the emergency room in order to be evaluated even more when she has chest discomfort.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. The laboratory workup shows that hemoglobin A1c is 6.1%. Vitamin D is 45.8.

3. The patient has a history of gastroesophageal reflux disease.

4. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease.

5. Vitamin D deficiency, on supplementation.

6. Hyperuricemia.
PLAN: We are going to recommend the patient to go to the emergency room and she was explained the reason for it and we gave copies of the laboratory workup. I talked to the emergency room physician at AdventHealth regarding this case.
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
