The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that on 09/01/1994, the patient was playing with frisky football during physical training.  The patient was hit on the face with an elbow.  The patient was knocked out immediately.  The patient tells me that the elbow hit his head, he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground for about one minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was having severe headache.  The patient has broken nose.  The patient was evaluated at that time.  Now the patient tells me that he has significant difficulty with vision.  The patient tells me that that he is seeing an optometrist.  The patient told the optometrist that he may have traumatic brain injury.  The patient was diagnosed with binocular vision dysfunction.  The patient tells me that the vision appeared blurry, difficulty reading and also difficulty to see the computer of glaring at night and dim like blurriness, light sensitivity, difficulty to read and tiredness.  When he read, attention difficulties and loses concentration, easily distracted in classrooms, reduced comprehension, reading fluency, skip over words or misses lines, word seems to be floating or merging together, diplopia, double vision, poor stereo vision, difficulty driving at night, anxiety, heightened level of anxiety and panic attacks in crowded spaces.
The patient is currently working as an insurance consultant.  He states his memory loss is affecting his job.  The patient has got poor memory.  The patient has difficult to concentrate and focus at work.  The patient has difficulty to read policy.  The patient loses focus very easily.

MoCA examination 29/30.  The patient missed 1 on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was playing frisky football during physical training on 09/01/1993.  The patient was hit by an elbow on his face.  The patient had immediately loss of consciousness falling on the ground.  The patient tells me that he was confused and disoriented when he woke up.  The patient has a broken nose.  The patient woke up with severe headache.  Since this happened, the patient has significant symptoms.  The patient tells me that he has significant blurred vision. It has affected his vision a lot.
