2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.05 mg daily, Celexa 10 mg daily, and Tresiba.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to thyroid.

On examination, blood pressure 124/60, weight 106 pounds, and BMI is 18.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Lab Studies: TSH 3.65 normal and free T4 4.05 elevated but may be due to antibody interference in the assay system.

Advised that she return for follow-up in a few months for repeat thyroid function testing and not to take the thyroid pill on the morning of her blood test.
