Mr. Ogletree is a 68-year-old gentleman lives at East View Rehab Nursing Center. He is a 68-year-old but looks much older than stated age. He is on hospice with history of CVA, aphagia, history of tube feeding. The patient was tried on pleasure feeding on or about this past month. He developed rather aspiration pneumonia required Levaquin and oxygen, which he is still on at this time and breathing treatments. His KPS score of 48%. He is managed. He lives at nursing home as I mentioned. The patient has always been bed bound and has had contracture. He has had symptoms of aspiration pneumonia in the past month. Also, he has lost 2.5 pounds. He has severe protein calorie malnutrition, history of anemia, weakness, contractures about the upper and lower extremity, severe muscle wasting about the neck temporal region and lower extremity. Given patient’s advanced CVA as well as recent aspiration pneumonia. The patient study showing declined regarding his condition associated with the above-mentioned symptoms. Other comorbidities include muscle wasting, atrophy, dysphagia, essential hypertension but as I mentioned protein calorie malnutrition with hemiplegia, cerebral infarction affect in the left side of patient body.
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
