Thank you for your continued support.

Ursula is 79-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She has history of myelodysplastic syndrome diagnosed few years ago. She has SF3B1 mutation. She has thrombocytosis and mild anemia on account of that. She also has history of breast cancer, which was known negative it was estrogen receptor positive; HER-2 neu negative, KI was 5%, and oncotype favored it to be favorable histology. The patient has been on Aromasin since last several years. Her bone marrow was done in June 2021 and her breast biospy and subsequent surgery was done in November 2009.

Today, she comes for evaluation. She complains of occasional weakness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 168 pounds, and blood pressure 147/61.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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Apparently, she did have a CBC recently however I do not have the access to the CBC at this point. Her hemoglobin is usually in the range of 9.5 to 10.2 it was 9.5 I think in July. Her platelets are slightly higher than normal around 480 to 540 the one in July was 491 at that time hemoglobin was 9.1.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Myelodysplastic syndrome with thrombocytosis and anemia.

2. History of breast cancer now in remission.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, no further workup or treatment is required. Continue current management. We will see her in three months.
