Dear Colleagues at Sacred Heart:

This is a followup for Mr. Berry who has obstructive uropathy and chronic kidney disease.  He does bladder catheterizations between four to six hours good volume without infection, cloudiness or blood.  No abdominal pain, fever, nausea, vomiting or bowel problems.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No hospital visits.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 155 and blood pressure by nurse 152/72.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal tenderness.  No ascites.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries that you have done.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Urine shows no protein and no blood.  PSA mildly elevated at 4.3.  A1c 5.7.  Normal thyroid.  Prior creatinine is from June at that time 1.9, which is baseline representing a GFR of 34 stage IIIB with normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No dialysis.  No symptoms.  Continue bladder catheterizations, enlargement of the prostate, obstructive uropathy.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No needs for EPO treatment.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Blood pressure in the office kind of high, needs to be checked at home.  He has erectile dysfunction that is affecting his relationship.  Used to take Viagra in the past.  He is going to try again.  If that does not work, needs to follow with urology.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
