This is a 58-year-old woman who sustained a right knee injury as a school bus driver because the way the seat went down and hurt her knee and she has been under the care of multiple doctors including the orthopedist who has done many injections. The patient has had two sets of injections one 5 and one 3 injections.
The patient does not have the ability to return to work on a part-time or restricted basis at the school district, she can only be off work and be able to return to work full-time; she is not able to do that at this time.
The knee has minimal swelling. Decreased range of motion and crepitus noted on examination. The patient recently had MMI done, which was at 4%. The patient’s previous MMI was at 1%. She has a hearing coming up next month to see which hearing will be accepted by the Workmen’s Comp. The patient is also under the care of the orthopedist, Dr. Muscat who has told her, her last resort would be a knee replacement.
At this time, we are going to keep the patient off work totally because there is no light duty available.
DIAGNOSIS: Right knee medial meniscal tear.
The patient is to return next month. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.
Today’s visit was based on time; 45 minutes spent with the patient.
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
