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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2013, in Camp Pendleton.  The patient was in a vehicle, LAV-25.  It was an 8-wheeled vehicle.  Suddenly, it flipped over.  The patient tells me that the vehicle flipped over.  He hit the head immediately.  He hit the head underground immediately.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about three minutes.  When he woke up, the patient is confused and disorientated.  The patient has lightheadedness.  The patient has severe head pain.

Since the incidence, the patient has constant headache.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.  The patient has difficulty to follow instructions.  The patient has frequent headaches.  The patient’s memory is very poor.  The patient feels fatigue.  The patient has sensitive to light.  The patient feels frustrated very easily.  The patient has confusion and irritability.

The patient is currently a full time student.  The patient has decrease in concentration.  He has difficulty to finish his assignment.  The patient needs to read again when he is trying to study.  He needs to read things several times.  His headache is affecting his concentration to study.

MoCA examination is 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.

It is my opinion the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2013, the patient was in Camp Pendleton in California.  The patient was on LAV-25.  It suddenly flipped over.  The patient’s head immediately hit the ground.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness for about 3 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient is confused and disorientated and had severe head pain.  Since the incidence, the patient has significant headaches.  He has constant headaches all the time.  He has short-term memory deficits.  He is confused and disorientated.  The patient also has significant light sensitivity.  The patient has irritability and confusion.  Headaches are constant.  It is my opinion that the patient has traumatic injury.  The chronic headaches, sensitivity to light, cognitive deficits, memory loss, dizziness, these all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
