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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient was involved in a traumatic brain injury in 2015, in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was in Special Forces for two years.  He was in Afghanistan.  He was in Iraq.  The patient tells me between 2006 to 2012, the patient had multiple head injuries.  The patient tells me that he does not even remember how many times he has had injury to the head because there are so many of them.  He tells me that there was one incident, that he can remember he lost consciousness in 2006.  When he was Afghanistan, in 2006, he was sitting in a Humvee.  Certainly, there were many RPG attacks.  There were bomb explosions.  The patient tells me that RPG hit his Humvee.  The patient tells me that he immediately had loss of consciousness.  He hit the head against the metal parts inside the truck.  The patient tells me that he does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disorientated.  The patient does not remember *__________*.  The patient tells me that he has multiple injuries like this.  The patient had multiple head injuries to the head.

The patient tells me that apparently he has significant symptoms including headaches, memory loss, sensitivity to light, debilitation, and get frustrated very easily.  He is disoriented easily.  He has chronic headaches.  The patient has forgetfulness and memory loss.

The patient is currently working for a Veterans Office.  The patient is working for Veterans Services Office.  The patient tells me his job is to connect veterans to the available services.  The patient tells me these headaches are significantly affecting his job.  The patient missed at least one day per week because of the headaches.  The patient also has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  He does have headache at work.  The patient also has significant forgetfulness.  He has poor memory at work.  He is not able to perform well at work because of his poor memory.

MoCA examination is 26/30.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.
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
