SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today at nursing rehab for followup. The patient has been doing well. She has no complaint. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No pain.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/88, pulse 80, temperature 97.2, and respiration 18.
Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.
Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No calf tenderness.

Neuro: The patient is awake, alert, and lying on the bed.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has multiple medical problems and admitted to the subacute rehab for continuation of care.

2. Known history of hyperlipidemia.

3. Hypertension.

4. Morbid obesity.

5. History of respiratory failure with hypoxia.

6. Asthma.

7. History of COVID with recovery.

PLAN: At present, the patient was maintained on albuterol inhaler two puffs q.4h Advair Diskus 250/50 mcg one puff b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg daily, atorvastatin 40 mg daily, DuoNeb treatment q.4h, Lac-Hydrin lotion for dry skin she is using, fluticasone nasal spray daily, potassium chloride 20 mEq daily supplement, multivitamin daily, and tramadol 50 mg q.8h p.r.n. for pain and aches. She is on NovoLog with sliding scale coverage.
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She take cough medicine p.r.n. basis for cough, gabapentin 300 mg every eight hours for neuropathic pain, amlodipine 2.5 mg daily, Jardiance 10 mg daily, lisinopril 5 mg daily, Lantus Solostar 32 units subcutaneous daily, and Ozempic injection every Tuesday for diabetes. She also takes Premeal NovoLog 16 units with each meal, *__________* supplement daily, and MiraLax 17 g daily. We will continue all her current medications. Discussed with the patient she has reported no acute issue today. At this point, there is no change. I looked at the labs BUN is 23, calcium 8.7, chloride 104, CO2 25, creatinine 0.9, glucose 111, potassium 4.4, and sodium 142.
