CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 47-year-old female with chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 47-year-old female who was first seen in the office on September 23, 2025. At that time, she presented with chest pain. Chest pain had been present for approximately two to three months. It was intermittent, occurred spontaneously and typically 2/3 intensity subjectively. Pain was felt to be sharp and nonradiating. It involves the left-sided chest. The patient was felt to have costochondritis based on initial evaluation, but was referred for stress testing and echocardiogram. The stress test revealed no evidence of ischemia. The patient returns to the office today noting ongoing chest pain, but has decreased in intensity and frequency.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Thyroid disorder.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. Nitroglycerin p.r.n.

3. Albuterol p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had borderline diabetes. Father had diabetes. Grandmother had breast cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports cigarette, alcohol, and marijuana use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/76, pulse 89, respiratory rate 18, height 54 inches, and weight 202.2 pounds.

Chest Exam: Reveals chest wall tenderness.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 65 bpm, nonspecific T-wave changes and otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain, noncardiac.

2. Dyspnea on exertion.

3. Asthma.

PLAN: Echocardiogram.
