CHIEF COMPLAINT: Passing out.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 81-year-old female who is known to have history of recurrent syncope. She reports having an episode of passing out several months earlier. The patient had previously been referred to Dr. Nibley for pacemaker placement. She returns today noting ongoing episodes of passing out. She had been seen at Summit Hospital on August 9, 2025. Workup was essentially unremarkable. Today, she reports ongoing lower extremity swelling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/65, pulse 60, respiratory rate 18, height 63”, and weight 180.6 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates an atrial paced rhythm at 60 bpm. There is left axis deviation. ECG otherwise is unremarkable.
LAB WORK: White blood cell count 4.6, hemoglobin 12.6, platelets 214. Sodium 135, potassium 3.8, chloride 104, bicarb 28, BUN 23, and creatinine 1.95.

IMPRESSION: The patient with recurrent syncope despite having pacemaker. Pacemaker noted to be normally functioning. She has mild edema.
PLAN:
1. Repeat echocardiogram.

2. CBC, Chem.20, lipid panel and TSH.

3. Continue current medications.

4. Prescriptions. Furosemide 20 mg one daily #90. Potassium chloride 10 mEq one p.o. daily #90.
5. Followup 3-4 months.
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
