ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.

A:
COPD, laryngeal cancer with tracheostomy, PEG tube, severe cancer pain, dyspepsia.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff.  Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is doing much better.  She is not coughing.  She is not running fever.  She has abnormal UA, which is consistent with colonization. She does not need any antibiotics.  She is requiring lot of pain medications, which I advised her to talk to her oncologist and pain management specialist.
