This is a 2-year-old young lady who was seen by Dr. Halberdier on Saturday, 11/01/2025. She was on the counter and fell and hit her jaw on the left side on the counter. She has a hematoma under the mandible on the left side. She is eating Doritos full bag right now. She has not had any nausea, vomiting, headache, crying, or any other symptoms. Dr. Halberdier wanted to be rechecked for possible x-rays. I explained to the mother that we do not like to x-ray children unless it is absolutely necessary. I can palpate the hematoma quite easily and she has no pain, no discomfort. I told the mother let us wait another week before we decide on an x-ray, come back next week for evaluation, but it definitely feels like a hematoma, moist heat compress should help as much as a 2-year-old can handle it and, if she develops fever, chills, or any symptoms, they will let me know. Her ENT exam is totally negative except for the 2-3 cm hematoma around the mandible left side. So, no x-rays were done today.
