CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 98-year-old who had BMP last week and she is on torsemide 20 mg Monday and Friday only and no KCl. She has been on this regiment for few months now so we are checking her electrolytes. Overall, she feels good. It was 6:30 when I went into her room. She was already in pajamas and ready to go to bed. She has been appearing a bit more frail over the last couple of weeks.
DIAGNOSES: History of lower extremity edema, decreased visual loss secondary to macular degeneration, HOH with hearing aids in place, unspecified dementia without BPSD, HTN and wheelchair-bound.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/18/2023 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular bite-size food.

HOSPICE: Valir.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient pleasant, alert and lets her needs be known.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/80, pulse 70, respirations 16, temperature 97.1, and weight 108 pounds, which is weight loss of one pound in two weeks.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is petite with generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength but can propel her manual wheelchair within her room. It is become harder for her to go from room to the dining room, which is at the other end of the building.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: BMP review. Potassium is 4.5. BUN and creatinine are 13 and 17 with a GFR of 56. All of her electrolytes are within normal and no concern at this time. Continue with diuretic at low dose 20 mg two days weekly and no KCl.
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
