HPI: An 83-year-old female. UA was ordered on 10/27/23 after it was noted that the patient was seeing me to have increased confusion. She is in her room today, well groomed as usual, watching television and I reviewed her UA with her and she was fully attentive. The UA returns negative. It was not reflex for culture given those findings. She was pleased with the results and stated that she never thought she was acting different than is normal for her. She feels good and had no complaints.
DIAGNOSES: MCI without BPSD, history of UTIs with behavioral change, lymphedema bilateral lower extremities left greater than right, osteoporosis, sleep apnea, HTN, OA, peripheral neuropathy, chronic pain, and B12 deficiency.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/18/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, listened to the lab result, and was pleased.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 151/76, pulse 75, respirations 16, temperature 96.9, and weight 233 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently in her room. She uses a walker for outside if leaving the facility. She has an electric scooter.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech. She does have some noted short-term deficits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UA due to increased confusion, negative for UTI.
