CC: Pending knee surgery.

HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman who had been back with his daughter in Iowa for several months. He just recently got back and is planning to have knee surgery, which is the reason that he has returned. He is going to be seen by Dr. Schwartz for left knee replacement at Norman Regional the date is next week. He did not give me exact date. Overall he states he feels good. He has had pulmonary and cardiac clearance as part of preop and he states he is sleeping good. He has seen his wife who is in memory care. They had a very antagonistic relationship but so far it appears that they have gotten along. When I asked what he planned to do for rehab he stated that he was not going to skill care but going to come back to the facility and that his daughter from Iowa was going to be here to assist in his rehab. I am not sure who is ordering the rehab. I asked if he needed me to do it he stated he thought the surgeon will take care of that so I am leaving that alone. I did tell him that I had concerns about his daughter about him doing here in the facility and that if his daughter was really picky about the call light being answered exactly when it was rang that was going to be an issue.

DIAGNOSES: OA of left knee severe, HTN, and glaucoma.

ALLERGIES: PCN, codeine and morphine.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative. He is oriented x2. He has to reference for date and time and makes his needs know and understands given information.

CARDIAC: Occasional irregular rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He was ambulating with a cane. He seems steady and upright. No lower extremity edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: OA left knee scheduled for knee replacement next week and let us know the date. He has had clearance preop.
