SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Bozin is a 76-year-old married Caucasian female has been in treatment for anxiety and depression. She has been maintained for some time on duloxetine 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg she breakup into half tablet in the morning and noon. She described her current medications has been helping her and she does not have any anxiety attack or panic attack and she feels more in control and functioning has improved. She gets along well with her husband and also she has grandkids to which she off and on doing babysitting. I further discussed the role of the medications and her positive improvement. Encourage that if she is doing good continue with the same plan. She feels that medication is best for her and she is doing much better. There was no side effect of the medication. No suicidal or homicidal ideation.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder with panic attacks symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue with the duloxetine 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg daily. A 90-day supply was ordered.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
