SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male living with his wife. He has history of schizoaffective disorder. Currently maintained on Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d., Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and Depakote 500 mg twice a day. He described he is doing great and having no problems. No conflict in relationship with his wife. No bizarre behavior. He has been eating and sleeping good. I further like to get an input from his wife Christine. However, he indicate that his wife is suffering’ from severe cold and was sleeping. Therefore he does not want to disturb. I appreciate his concern and explained to him that he should consistent with the compliance and do not want to reduce the dose by himself it was also reminded that since he is taking these medications she is more stable and does not have any problem in relationship with his wife or any problem himself to which she agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder bipolar type symptomatically stable.

PLAN: No paranoia. No hallucination or delusion. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia, or restlessness. I have sent the prescription for 30 days. A followup appointment was recommended in 30 days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
