The patient is a 67-year-old gentleman originally from East Texas who is currently on hospice with history of unspecified systolic congestive heart failure. He also does have 2+ pedal edema consistent with right-sided heart failure.
The patient is losing weight. He has lost at least 7 pounds. His MAC has dropped from 33 to 32 cm at this time period. His current PPS is at 30%. He is short of breath at all times especially with activity. His O2 sat was at 94% on room air with a blood pressure of 160/99 today. He lives alone. He has a provider and requires help with most ADLs. He has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence. He has a hard time standing up because of his shortness of breath. He also has leg pain and symptoms of neuropathy. He has impaired functional mobility. He is now sleeping 10 to 12 hours a day. He has been requiring a different belt because his pants are falling off because of his weight loss. He has severe weakness and severe debilitation. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
